Old Business:

Election of Co-Chairs

Wallace Twist with TMI Systems Corp. was nominated and elected by acclamation to replace
Kevin Kovash on the 8PL committee.

Mason Cain with Kewaunee and Roy Richards with OnePointe Solutions were nominated
for the open chair position on 8M. Roy Richards was elected to serve as co-chair of the 8M

Committee.

Co-Chairs will be in place until the 2027 annual meeting.

Tall Mobile Storage Units

Sizing of the sample cabinet was discussed and voted on. The final size of the Tall Mobile
Storage cabinet will be 66” +/- 1” (1676.4 mm +/- 25.4mm) high, 23” (+/- 1” (584.2 mm +/-
25.4mm) deep, 36” (914.4mm+/-25.4mm) wide.

Next decision is to define the final testing cabinet — doors, drawers, etc. What tests should
be used on this unit? Same as a pedestal mobile? Are there others?



New Business:

Discussion about whether SEFA should consider establishing a “cleanability” standard?
Involved discussion as a general topic with a decision to table until other topics are
completed and resolved. Move to encourage inclusion of cleaning chemicals in the general
discussion of revising chemical testing.
